N democratic Norway there was mever any
question of distinction betmween the class, race,
ar ereed of Norwegian citizens.

equal and free to do what was vight and proper.

The Jews e Noersay—ithetr nimbsre | are not
larpa—were néver freated lthe therr unforiunate
kinsfolk in Germany. They were looked upon for
whiat they were—fellotinen, pedce-loving citizens
and hard workers ¢ men and wwomen who looked
up to the Norwegian King dnd flag eoith the same
Iove and ardour as the most loyal and pairiotic
citizen.  Thiy f the land of their adoption, and
nowe that the hard fimes have come [for Normay
the Fewos steroe with the same patriciic endecvonr
to bild wp the Home Front as they sivove fo better
the lond in days of peace.  Alveady some Fewws have
sacrificed their lives in the common figlt against the
eneimy,  They were nof executed in a political
puree against the Fews, but becanse tfiey were: men
actively visisting tie Germans.

There has never been a * Jewish problem '’ in
Nevway. Jews have just been part of the com-
miity.  Butsoken the German kordes forced their
way il oty peace-loving country they fad to, find
a, Fewich problam, Anti-Feawish  demonstrations
were staged by the Germans, sindows were smashed,
and insulizng. remarks were pointed on the walls
and windows of Fewish occupied premises. Their
twelihood was taken from them, their eitizenship
removed ;  they were appressed and starved.. But
they still fight on as stounchly as ofther patriotic
Novavegians.

Ail these wrongs will be vighted when Norway
ti ance mare a free Tand,  The cifizenship and equal
vights of the Fews will be restoved and, like other
Norwegians, they will be helped to make good what
they have suffered,
