The European Union is one of the most urbanised areas in the werld. Today, more than 70% of
Europe’s citizens live in Urban Areas and by 2050 this percentage is expected to reach B0%. The

development of Urban Areas will have @major impact on the future economic, social and
environmental development of the Eurapean Union and its citizens.

Urban Areas, including small and medium sized Urban Areas, areengines of the economy which
boost growth, create jobs for their citizens and enhange the competitiveness of Europe in a
globalised economy.
