We must mobilise more investments towards safer road infrastructure, make sure
that cars are equipped with the best life-saving technologies, establish speed limits of 30
km/h in cities across Europe, adopt zero tolerance on drink-driving and ensure strict
enforcement of road traffic rules.”.

I nyhetsbrevet for uke 23 og 24 ble det hhv. informert om at utfasing av nye biler med
forbrenningsmotorer var tema pa Transportministermgtet 3. juni og pa Miljgradsmgtet 10.
juni.

Politico skriver i artikkelen “Brussels drafts death sentence for the internal combustion
engine car” 17. juli at Kommisjonen vurderer a fastsette et nullutslippsmal for nye biler i
2035, samt en reduksjon pa 60 % CO2-utslipp i 2030, ifm. sin revisjon av forordningen om
CO2-standarder for personbiler og varebiler, som vil vaere del av lovpakken som skal legges
frem 14. juli. Dagens CO2-standard ble vedtatt sa sent som i 2018, og inneholder et mal om
37,5 % kutt i 2030.

Innskjerping av CO2-kravene vil stille ytterligere krav til utrulling av infrastruktur for
alternative drivstoff, ikke minst ladestasjoner. Det knytter seg derfor spenning ogsa til
kommende revisjon av direktivet for infrastruktur for alternativt drivstoff, som ogsa vil veere
del av denne lovpakken. | den forbindelse kan det nevnes at COREPER denne uken vil
diskutere hva som skal vaere EU-landenes syn pa EUs revisjonsretts Special Report 05/2021:

Infrastructure for charging electric vehicles: more charging stations but uneven deployment
makes travel across the EU complicated fra 14. april. Radskonklusjonene forventes endelig
vedtatt pa et kommende radsmgte, og deretter publisert. Radskonklusjonene forventes ogsa
a skue fremover, dvs. tjene som et siste innspill til kommende AFID-revisjon.

Det kan her nevnes at stgtte til nullutslippstransport, ikke minst stgtte til slik
kollektivtransport, ogsa fremheves i Kommisjonens Igpende godkjenning av de nasjonale
gjenopprettingsplanene som fglge av covid-19 pandemien, se f. eks. utdrag fra visepresident
og kommissaer Dombrovskis sitat i pressemelding 21.6 til @sterrikes gjenopprettingsplan:

Det fremgar tydelig av Kommisjonens
informasjonen at initiativet “... reflect solely the views of their authors and can in no way be
taken to reflect the views of the European Commission”. Kommisjonen ma imidlertid
vurdere og svare ut forslaget overfor initiativtakerne.

Revidert sanksjonsliste pa Hviterussland

Radet informerte i pressemelding 21. juni om at man na har innfgrt ytterligere sanksjoner
overfor Hviterussland, som en reaksjon pa Ryanair-hendelsen. Konkret har man na utvidet
sanksjonslisten med 78 nye personer og 7 nye enheter. De fleste av de nye personene
oppfattes a arbeide innenfor den hviterussiske justis- og forsvarssektoren. Landets
transportminister, leder for luftfartsavdelingen i transportdepartementet og leder for
BELAERONAVIGATSIA, den hviterussiske lufttrafikktjenesten er na satt pa sanksjonslisten.
Den hviterussiske lufttrafikktjenesten er, pa den annen side, ikke satt pa listen.

17. juni sluttet Norge seg til EU-erklaering om restriktive tiltak overfor Hviterussland.

“Alliance for Zero Emission Aviation”

Kommisszer for det indre marked, Thierry Breton, varslet iht. La Tribune 21. juni at
Kommisjonen vil lansere en allianse med bergrte aktgrer for a fremme nullutslippsluftfart
innen utgangen av 2021. Allianse skal gi et klart signal pa EUs vilje til 3 ta fgringen pa
dekarboniseringen av luftfarten, inkludert utnytte konkurransefordelene med a vaere en
«first mover». Kommissaeren gjentok, og utbroderte, med dette innholdet fra sin oppdaterte
industristrategi 5. mai, der ogsa nullutslippsluftfart er fremhevet. Elektrisitet og hydrogen

blir her fremhevet som energibarere. Etablering av en slik allianse kan ogsa sees i
sammenheng med den europeiske luftfartsnaeringens egen strategi Destination 2050.
