• Kommisjonspresidentens State of the Union – tale 15. september. 

 

• Transportsaker behandlet på Europaparlamentets plenumssesjon 13.-

16. september.  

 

 

Kommisjonspresidentens State of the Union – tale 

Global vaksineinnsats, digitalisering, rettsstatsproblematikk og Afghanistan var noen av 

temaene som preget kommisjonspresidentens tale. To transportrelaterte temaer ble 

imidlertid omtalt: «Klar for 55»-lovpakken og «Global Gateway»-initiativet. Etter omtale av 

disse temaene nedenfor følger link til talen og intensjonsbrevet fra kommisjonspresidenten 

til Europaparlamentets president og den slovenske statsministeren over sentrale saker 2022.  

 

- «Klar for 55» 

Kommisjonspresidenten omtalte det grønne skiftet i talen. Hun innledet her med å vise til at 

hun i fjorårets tale hadde annonsert et klimakuttmål i 2030 på minst 55 %. Fra 2020 til 2021 

hadde målet blitt til et bindende krav med EUs nye klimalov.  

 

Presidenten viste så til at EU, som første store økonomi i verden, nå også hadde presentert 

et omfattende regelverk for å nå ambisjonen med «Klar for 55»-lovpakken. Til tross for at 

selve pakken var kompleks, var målet klart: «We will put a price on pollution. We will clean 

the energy we use. We will have smarter cars and cleaner airplanes”.  

 

Hun understreket også at det grønne skiftet måtte være rettferdig. Det var bakgrunnen for 

at Kommisjonen også hadde foreslått et eget klimafond. Fondet skal var et tiltak mot 

«energifattigdom», som hele 34 millioner europeere allerede er rammet av.  
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Hun avrundet omtalen av «Klar for 55»-pakken med en oppfordring til Europaparlamentet 

og medlemslandene om å “… keep the package and … the ambition together». 

 

Kommisjonspresidentens omtale av forslaget om et eget klimafond og oppfordringen om å 

opprettholde forslagene og ambisjonene, kan bl.a. sees i sammenheng med Kommisjonens 

første presentasjon av lovpakken på Europaparlamentets plenumssesjon dagen før. Her ble 

ikke minst forslaget om et eget klimakvotesystem for veitransporten og klimafondet 

diskutert. Flere partigrupper er bekymret for de sosiale konsekvensene av «Klar for 55-

pakken», selv om det er bred støtte til EUs klimaambisjoner som sådan.  

 

- “Global gateway”-initiativet 

Kommisjonspresidenten innledet her med å si at man var gode til å finansiere veier, men at 

det ikke ga mening å bygge en perfekt vei mellom en kinesisk-eid kobbergruve til en kinesisk-

eid havn. Hun fremhevet at man måtte bli smartere i sine investeringer.  

 

Kommisjonspresidenten varslet at EU-kommisjonen snart ville presentere en ny 

«connectivity strategy called Global Gateway». Formålet med initiativet var å skape 

partnerskap med andre land rundt om i verden for økte investeringer i infrastruktur for 

varer, mennesker og tjenester – ikke skape avhengighetsforhold. En verdibasert tilnærming 

ville ligge til grunn for partnerskapene. Her understreket hun også en «Team Europe»-

tilnærming, der man samlet institusjoner og investeringer, banker og næringslivet. Hun 

varslet at «Global Gateway» - initiativet ville bli en prioritering på kommende toppmøter, fra 

og med det neste EU-Afrika – møtet i mars. Hun avsluttet med å si at hun ønsket å gjøre 

«Global Gateway» til et kvalitetsmerke rundt om i verden. 

  

«Global Gateway» må bl.a. sees i sammenheng med EUs Utenriksministermøtet 12. juli 

2021, der Rådet vedtok rådskonklusjonene «A Globally Connected Europe». Her ber Rådet 

Kommisjonen om å presentere en ny meddelelse der man bl.a. identifiserer og gjennomfører 

prosjekter og tiltak, finansieringsopplegg, sikrer synlighet for EUs investeringer (inkludert et 

nytt merkenavn) og samarbeids- og koordineringstiltak.

pkt. 52. og 59. I brevet informeres det for øvrig om et nytt lovforslag om flyselskapers ansvar 

for å kommunisere avanserte passasjeropplysninger.  

 

Transportsaker på Europaparlamentets plenumssesjon  

 

Plenumssesjonen vedtok MEP Brunets (Renew, Frankrike) rapport om økt beskyttelse for 

såkalte digitale plattformarbeidere. Rapporten ble vedtatt med 524 stemmer for og 39 

imot. Rapporten inneholder en rekke anbefalinger, bl.a. at Kommisjonen sikrer slike 

arbeidere får de samme rettighetene og sikkerhetsnett som andre arbeidstakere. Rapporten 

vedtas samme uke som en nederlandsk domstol avgjorde at en UBER-sjåfør var å anse som 

ansatt og ikke selvstendig næringsdrivende. Rapporten oppfattes som et innspill til 

Kommisjonens kommende initiativ på området, forventet framlagt 8. desember i år. Se også 

EPs egen nyhetsartikkel om saken: «Platform workers, such as Uber drivers are employees 

not self-employed say MEPs».  

 

Sesjonen vedtok også MEP Nagtegaals (Renew, Nederland) rapport om en mer bærekraftig 

og varig transport på de innenlandske vannveier. Rapporten ble vedtatt med 686 stemmer 

for og 7 imot. Rapporten fremhever rollen til slik transport, ikke minst for et modalt skifte fra 

vei til bane og vannveier. I rapporten understrekes det behov for å etablere et fond for å 

støtte moderniseringen av sektoren.  

 

Sesjonen vedtok også forslaget om å forlenge gyldigheten av sikkerhetssertifikat og 

godkjennelser for jernbaneoperatører som trafikkerer kanaltunnelen mellom Frankrike og 

England. Forslaget ble vedtatt med 687 stemmer for og 1 imot. Gyldigheten for slike 

sertifikat og godkjennelser skulle opprinnelig opphøre 30. september i år. Forslaget 

innebærer forlenget gyldighet frem til 31. mars 2022. Årsaken til forslaget er at Frankrike og 

England ennå ikke har blitt enige om sikkerhetsprosedyrene for trafikk på strekningen.  

 

Til slutt kan det nevnes at Europaparlamentet ga støtte til luftfartsavtalen mellom EU og
