Utfasing av nye biler med forbrenningsmotorer mv. 

Utfasing av nye biler med forbrenningsmotorer ble et tema på Transportministermøtet 3. 

juni. Danmark, med støtte fra Nederland, Østerrike og Irland, foreslo her år 2030 som dato. 

Tema kom også opp på Miljørådsmøtet 10. juni. Flere EU-land uttrykte her ønske om at en 

utfasingsdato måtte inngå i revidert direktiv for CO2-standarder, som vil bli lagt frem som 

del av «Klar for 55»-pakken 14. juli. En mer bærekraftig varetransport ble også et tema. 

Nederland informerte her om Transport Decarbonisation Alliance (TDA), der også Frankrike, 

Luxembourg og Portugal deltar i. Visepresident Timmermans fortalte miljøministrene at 

varetransport vil bli del av kommunikasjon om bymobilitet og i kommende «mission» om 

100 klimanøytrale byer under Horisont Europa. Ambisjonen om 100 klimanøytrale byer 

finnes også i Kommisjonens mobilitetsstrategi fra 9. desember 2020.  

I pressemeldingen fra kommissær Sinkevičius etter møtet fremgår det at også 

handlingsplanen for nullforurensning 12. mai var tema på møtet. Kommissæren siteres slik i 

pressemeldingen:

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“… I reminded Ministers that actions on national, regional and local level are key in this 

regard. If we want to reduce the number of premature deaths caused by air pollution by 55 

percent, the share of people chronically disturbed by transport noise by 30 percent, or if we 

want to reach any other target proposed in the plan, concrete actions at every level will be 

necessary”. Dette kommer også til å bli et sentralt tema i kommende kommunikasjon om 

bymobilitet.  

 

Kommisjonens «junipakken» med traktatsbruddsaker 

Kommisjonen presenterte 9. juni en oversikt over nye og pågående traktatsbruddsaker mot 

medlemslandene. Oversikten inneholder flere transportsaker, bl.a. at Kommisjonen har 

besluttet å stevne Danmark for EU-domstolen, da landet ikke har opphevet maksgrensen for 

lastebilparkering. Kommisjonen mener dagens maksgrense på 25 timer på statlige 

hvileområder er en restriksjon på friheten til å tilby transporttjenester «… as it creates 

barriers to foreign hauliers carrying out international operations. Since these hauliers do not 

have an operating centre in Denmark, they need parking space to carry out their activities 

and to comply with EU obligations on driving and rest times». Kommisjonen informerer også 

om at man har åpnet formell sak mot Danmark, for å få landet til å fjerne sin nasjonale 

tolkning av begrepet «midlertidig kabotasje» for busstransport i forordning 1073/2009, da 

denne maksgrensen på syv sammenhengende dager ila. en måned «…could result in a 

situation in which cabotage operations that are temporary in nature are not treated as such 

… for example, in cases where the cabotage service is provided for a single period of one 

month in one year”.

«Smart TEN-T» og CEF 2.0 

Rådet informerte i pressemelding 14. juni om at man nå har stadfestet «Smart TEN-T» 

direktivet. Formålet med direktivet er å effektivisere TEN-T prosessene knyttet til 

transportinfrastruktur på TEN-T kjernenettet, som skal ferdigstilles innen 2030. Direktivet 

innebærer bl.a. krav til utpeking av et kontaktpunkt for prosjektet og en maksimaltid på fire 

år for prosjektgodkjenning (men med mulighet for forlengelse). Rådets vedtak følger opp et 

tidligere kompromiss med Europaparlamentet (EP). EPs forventes nå å formalisere vedtaket 

på et kommende vedtak, med påfølgende publisering i EUs Official Journal. Direktivet er ikke 

ansett som EØS-relevant.  

Rådet informerte i pressemelding s.d. om at man også nå har infrastrukturprogrammet CEF 

2.0, som bl.a. har som formål å støtte viktige transportinfrastrukturprosjekter. Programmet 

vil vare fra 2021 til 2027. Programmet er på totalt 33,71 mrd. euro. 25,81 mrd. euro skal her 

allokeres til transport (inkl. 11,29 mrd. til EU-land som mottar støtte fra EUs strukturfond). 

Prioritert vil her bli gitt til utviklingen av TEN-T nettverket «… focusing on missing links and

programmet og vil heller ikke delta i CEF 2.0.  

 

Trilogforhandlinger på Eurovignette-direktivet  

Det portugisiske formannskapet orienterte på Transportministermøtet 3. juni om de 

kommende trilogforhandlingene på Kommisjonens forslag til revidert Eurovignette-direktiv, 

som i dag setter rammene for veibruksavgifter for tyngre kjøretøy. På møtet ble fortsatt bruk 

av såkalte «tidsbaserte avgifter» fremhevet som det vanskeligste spørsmålet. 

Europaparlamentet (EP) ønsker å utfase slike avgifter. Dette til fordel for «distansebaserte 

avgifter». Rådet, på den annen side, ønsker fortsatt muligheten til å bruke slike avgifter.  

Natt til 16. juni nådde EP og Rådet et foreløpig kompromiss på Eurovignette-direktivet, se 

Rådets pressemelding 16. juni. Sentrale elementer i kompromisset er:   

- At det fortsatt skal være opp til EU-landene selv å bestemme om det skal innføres 

avgift/bompenger for bruk av veiinfrastruktur og hvilke grupper av kjøretøy som skal 

omfattes.  

- At det ikke stilles krav til øremerking av inntektene, med unntak av de valgfrie 

«congestion charges». Sistnevnte skal brukes til å addressere “congestion issues, or 

to develop sustainable transport and mobility in general”. 

- Tidsbaserte veibruksavgifter for tyngre kjøretøy fases ut på TEN-T kjernenettet innen 

8 år etter direktivets ikrafttredelse. Slike avgifter kan imidlertid fortsatt tillates på 

deler av TEN-T kjernenettet “…in duly justified cases, such as in cases of low 

population density or where a vignette applies to a limited section of a road, after 

the Commission has been notified”. 

- Det innføres CO2-differensiering av avgiftene, basert på dagens CO2-standarder. 

Differensieringen vil i utg. pkt. kun gjelde for de tyngste lastebilene. EU-landene gis 

også rett til å etablere et kombinert avgiftssystem for tyngre kjøretøy, som 

kombinerer både distanse- og tidsbaserte elementer og differensiering basert på 

CO2- og EURO-utslippsklasser.  

EP og Rådet vil nå bli presentert kompromisset. Senere vil de to institusjonene også formelt 
vedta kompromisset.
